Kathy recommends  

¶ Describe an emotion. Think 
of words or phrases to show 

an emotion; 

¶ List ten reasons why your 
character acts the way he or 

she does; 

¶ Use creative way to describe 
your character, a habit, a 

look, a comment from other 
characters; 

¶ Create a word bank or a set 

of five or more seemingly 
unrelated words to be used 

to write a short story;  ex. 
Frame, Jack of Diamonds, 

potato, tire, flower; 

¶ Let your students meditate 

with eyes closed as you 
guide them back to a favorite 

room, a dresser, then a 
drawer and ask, ñWhat is it 

you find in the drawer?ò

Teachers who attended Kathyôs 
writing workshop on Monday 
came away with many ideas for 
engaging their students.  Kathy 
stressed that laughter and fun 
is what loosens the writing 
muse.  She led us through ac-
tivities that ranged from brain-
storming, uses for a paperclip, 
to role playing a scene of a 
parent waiting up for an over-
due teen.  She recommended 
dressing, eating, and acting like 
our characters to make them 
real in our writing.   

Teen Writing Workshop  

Twenty teens attended the writ-
ing workshop with Kathryn  
Erskine on Saturday, January 
22, at the IP Coffee Co. in 
Mangilao.  The workshop 
started slowly; everyone 
strangers, not knowing what to 
expect.  Kathy put them at ease 
with the first writing exercise.  
She asked them to think of 
ways to use a wire hanger.  As 
they shared their ideas, the fun 
began.
