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What is a WebQuest?

ÂAn assignment which asks students to use the 

World Wide Web to learn about a specific topic.

Why Bother with a WebQuest?

Â Makes learning interesting for your students.

Â Lets students explore selected areas in more depth, but 

within limits that you have selected.

Â Ideal for classes which combine students with different 

ability levels.

Â Can help students become creative researchers rather 

than simply òsurfingó from one site to another.



Characteristics of a Good WebQuest

ÂAge Appropriate

ÂEasy to navigate

ÂInteresting and motivational (eg. 

pictures, maps, animations, sounds, 

etc.)

ÂTies into your curriculum

ÂContains an evaluation mechanism



Building Blocks of a WebQuest

Â Introduction ðPrepares and hooks the reader. 

The student is the intended audience.

ÂTask ðFocuses learners on what they are going to do 

ðspecifically, the culminating performance or product 

that drives all of the learning activities.

ÂProcess ðOutlines how the learners will accomplish 

the task.  Scaffolding includes clear steps, resources, 

and tools for organizing information.



Building Blocks of a WebQuest Continued

ÂResources ðIncludes other important resources 

that the students may use to complete their 

tasks.

ÂConclusion ðBrings closure and encourages 

reflection.
